
Dear Village Resident/Village Business Owner: 
  
The purpose of this notice is to inform you that Triathlon season is here.  The following Triathlons will be passing your 
home. 

• Trek Women’s Triathlon      Sunday, July 12 
• Pleasant Prairie Triathlon     Sun, August 16 

Triathlon participants will pass near your home or business between the hours of 6:30 a.m. and 12:00 noon. 
  
The ½-mile swim course and 6.3 mile run course will be held entirely within Prairie Springs Park/Lake Andrea located 
north of Highway 165 and west of Terwall Terrace.  A map of the 12.4-mile bike course is shown below.  We hope 
that this information allows you ample time to plan and prepare your schedules for the morning of this event.   
  

ROAD CLOSURE INFORMATION 
 

All bike route roads will be closed to through traffic only from 6:30 a.m. to approximately 12:00 Noon.   
·        Residents who live within the bike route area will be able to travel on the closed roadways, provided that 

they use extreme caution when on the route and use the shortest route to and from their homes. 
·        In addition to the bike route roads, the following other roads will be closed to through traffic: 

• 88th Avenue (Highway H) from 95th Street to 116th Street (Highway ML); 
• Green Bay Road (Highway 31) both north and southbound lanes from STH 50 Street to the State Line; 
• 85th St. from GreenBay Rd to Cooper Rd; 
• Cooper Road from 85th Street to 93rd Street; and 
• 104th Street (STH 165) from Corporate Drive to 39th Avenue (CTH EZ) 

·        All roads will be marked with appropriate detours. 
·        All intersections will be monitored for safe bike/vehicle flow.  
·        Parking will be prohibited on both sides of the bike route from 6:30 a.m. to approximately 12:00 noon. 
·        All outside pets adjacent to the bike route must be leashed. 

  
We invite you to watch the race and give the bikers encouragement as they bike the course near your home or 
business!  We realize that this event may present an inconvenience to Village residents/businesses, however, this is an 
important event to help promote Pleasant Prairie as “A Great Place to Live, Work and Play” and we appreciate your 
understanding.
